CHARITY CONCERT BY LUNG FOUNDATION OF MALAYSIA

Concert To Raise Fund For Patients With Lung Diseases
Kuala Lumpur – Aimed at enabling patients with lung diseases to get the best care and treatment and to live as healthy as possible, Lung Foundation of Malaysia (LFM) organized a charity concert from 27 to 29 June 2008 at Istana Budaya. 

A star-studded event, the charity fund-raising concert was held in collaboration with the evergreen band, Alleycats. Proceeds from the sales of tickets will be channeled towards the Foundation’s cause to provide monetary relief for underprivileged patients to undergo the necessary treatment. LFM will also fund scientific research, education and training to enhance the knowledge, skills and care for patients with lung diseases in Malaysia.

“Alleycats had played a great role towards the development of the Malaysian music industry and till today is still regarded as one of the legendary Malaysian pop music bands of all time. We feel they are the ideal leading band for the concert and coincidently, it will also be a tribute for the late Mr Loganathan, one of the two lead singers of the band who had unfortunately succumbed to lung cancer on Jun 2007,” said Dr. Zainudin bin Md. Zin, Chairman of LFM. 
According to Dr. Zainudin, many patients with chronic lung diseases do not seek appropriate treatment, mainly due to lack of disease awareness and sometimes financial ability to purchase life support devices, such as oxygen concentrators, cylinders, ventilators and CPAP (Continuous Positive Airway Pressure), which may be necessary to help patients manage their disease.

David Arumugam and his band are geared up for a great show of nostalgic songs at the two-hour concert. Entitled “Konsert Senandung Semalam Bersama Alleycats” the 3-night concert will also be helmed by notable guest artists, including Hattan, Jaclyn Victor, Liza Hanim and Adibah Noor. Accompanied by the National Symphony Orchestra, 2 guest artists will perform each night, with Hattan as the main guest artist appearing on all three performances. 

The charity project is made possible with the support from TV3 and Istana Budaya. With such strong partnership, LFM is optimistic to raise adequate fund for its cause. Corporate giants including Puncak Niaga and Malayan Flour Mill have also stepped forward as Co-Sponsors for the event.
